This research studies the way to develop a markerless augmented reality system using FAST (Features
from Accelerated Segment Test) detector which is a high speed corner detector combined with SIFT (Scale-
Invariant Feature Transform) detector which can keep unique descriptors of all keypoints for accurate matching.
This research’s goal is to build a prototype of a markerless augmented reality on portable computer. The experimental
results show that the proposed system can obtain a good tracking performance and 3D rendered graphics superimposed
on video without markers.

Therefore, in part of the scholars those selves whether or not they would be protected under the
constitution provision was still the legal problem that there was no final decision. The researcher had the opinion

that meaning of scholars should be included in the meaning specified in the Constitution of Kingdom of Thailand,



2007. Scholars were persons that should be protected under the law. The researcher had the opinion that there
should be improvement of the provisions of the Constitution of Kingdom of Thailand, 2007 as well as Decree on
Public Administration in Emergency Situation. Such laws should clearly have exception for limiting the
expression of scholars’ political opinions. Scholars should have freedom in expressing opinion freely with
righteousness. There should be determination of freedom to express opinions, including media of scholars
themselves so that scholars could perform their duty and people could have perception of news and facts without
restriction and censorship, under the conditions that methods and contents of ideas or opinion must not violate the
laws and tradition of groups who permitted the freedom to be expressed. Expression should be made under the fair
play and impartiality.

The fact that the Attorney General has been made the other Organization under the Constitution is to
enable it to carry out the responsible mission in providing justice on law enforcements properly and maintaining
equities, causing creating peace and happiness to occur in the societies which, in this connection, the alternative
legal method Administration of Law has been adopted to be yet another option additionally offered to the people
for use as the measure to lessen the burdens on the case out of the Administration of Law or called a deviation of a
case that will be sent to Court. A dispute compromise at the stage of the Public Prosecutor by Office of the
Attorney-General is an adoption of the Optional Administration of Law for use in protecting the rights of and
rendering the assistances to the people on the aspect of law in order that the disputing parties can receive justice
quickly as well as reducing the number of the cases, which will be submit to Court, by way of dispute
compromising at the stage of the Public Prosecutor. By Office for the Protection of the Rights and Legal
Assistance, a lot of disputes or eitigation can be settled to the extent that a substantial number of the
Compromising Contract of Compromise are made, consequently resulting in peace and happiness to be brought
back to the societies rapidly with the equity, as well. However, the research finds that such contract for the dispute
reconciliation by Office of the Attorney-General cannot enforce the party to the Contract to immediately comply
with the agreement set forth under the Contract. If there should be a case under which any party has failed to
comply with the clause under such Contract, such Contract then will be brought for action in Court for
enforcing in accordance the Contract of Compromise first which is somewhat different from the Contract of
Compromise on the reconciliation of the District Administrative Reconciliation Committee because it can request
for the issuance of a decree to order the party to the Contract to comply with the Contract forthwith if the party
should fail to comply with such agreement. When comparing the Contract of Compromise of these two
Organizations, Compromise of Office of the Attorney-General has apparently caused a delay in the proceeding
which is not a procedure of a genuine Optional Administration of the Law evidently resultant from legal
restrictions of the Prosecution Organization in carrying out actions on the dispute compromise. Based on such
problem, it is expedient to ament Laws and Regulations of Office of the Attorney-General on the part relating to
All relevant case proceeding at the stage of the Public Prosecutor to comply with both the Civil and Criminal
Laws to create the clarity and avail the substances to thoroughly cover the roles and duties of Office of the
Attorney-General in respect of the dispute compromise in order that the maximum benefits and equity to the
people can be achieved, peace and fairness effectively brought to the societies to the extent that the rights of the
people are protected and legal assistances are provided to them in the light that the Organization is wished for as
one of the State Organizations in the Administration of Law worthwhile to have the duties in maintaining justice
through law enforcements for maximum efficiency.

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ABSTRACT

An issuance of a document title in the land under the land code is indeed a problem of vital matter
because of the reason that both the government and private sector have the identical objective in wanting the
officials to accelerate the issuances of the documents of title to the people having already taken the possessions
and made use of the land soonest in order to allocate the lands to the people, but, the rules, procedures and
conditions on the issuances of the documents of title stipulating under land code, ministerial regulation No. 43
(B.E. 2537) issued under the Act Promulgating Land Code, B.E. 2497 and National Land Allocation Commission
Regulation and other related laws: such as; Civil and Commercial Code, Law on Forestry, Law on Land
Allocation as well as the official internal regulations, have caused problems on the issuances of the documents of
title in the land to the people even in some particular case under which the people have taken the possessions and
made use of the lands lawfully in accordance with the period of time prescribed under the law. Such cases have
caused a problem on the issuance of the documents of title in the lands without a land possession notification
(Sor. Khor. 1) under Section 59 bis of Land Code, B.E. 2497, in the mangrove forest areas in accordance with the
resolution of the council of ministers which, in this connection, ministerial regulation No. 43 (B.E. 2537) issued
under the Act Promulgating Land Code, B.E. 2497, clause 14 (5) stipulates the conditions prohibiting the issuance
of a document of title in the land on the land reserved by the council of ministers for the purpose of natural
resources conservations or for the other public interests. For this case study, the council of ministers has passed a
resolution on 15 December 1987, designating mangrove forest areas in 23 Provinces as restricted reserved areas
with the objective to conserve mangrove natural resources and maintain environmental balances with strict
prohibitions to stop issuing documents of title in all category of lands in mangrove forest areas with no
requirement to take into account the rights of the persons taking the possessions and making use of the lands prior
to the date on which the land code has been put into force (1 December 1954) and prior to the date on which the
council of ministers has passed the resolution designating the boundary on the utilizations of mangrove forest
areas (15 December 1987) which, originally, people having the evidences on the land possession notification
(Sor. Khor. 1) including those having none of such Sor. Khor. evidence could apply for the issuances of the
documents of title in the land they have already taken possession and made used of on a specific case by case basis
under Section 59 of land code which is different from the applicants for the issuances of the documents of title

after 15 December 1987 where the people having no evidences on the lands cannot request for the issuances of the



documents of title in the land in the mangrove forest areas in accordance with the aforesaid resolution of the
council of ministers which, subsequently, it was apparent that some people had to enter an action in the
administrative court and establish proof on their rights in the land that finally the Supreme Administrative Court
issued the order to restore the rights of those people before the competent officials could issue the documents of
title to such people. Contrarily, the competent officials could not issue the documents of title to the people taking
the possessions and making use of the lands in the same manner who have not brought any actions to the
administrative court because it is in contradiction to said ‘Council of Ministers’ resolution and ministerial
regulation No. 43 (B. E. 2537), which would eventually cause the inequality and injustice to the people taking the
possessions and making use of the lands in the same manner. It is, therefore, expedient that an amendment be
made on Ministerial Regulation 43 (B.E. 2537), clause 14 (5) in order to realize the rights of the people owning
the lands in this manner to receive further treatment from the state in a manner of equality, justice and equity.

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ABSTRACT

The issuances of document of title under land code which are land title deeds and utilization certificates
at the present time definitely present a big problem. Because of the reason that the government and private sector
have the same objective on the requirement to accelerate the issuances of the document of title in the land to the
people taking possessions for utilizations in order to confirm and protect the right of the land owners which is the
measure toward the prevention over the contention on the right in the property and for use as a security in earning
a living and seeking a loan of the people, however, the rules, procedures and conditions on the issuances of
document of title in the land provided for under the land code, ministerial regulation issued under the act
promulgating the land code and the land code including the regulation of the national land committee coupled with
other related laws; such as, civil and commercial code, law relating to forestry and the law governing the land
management, etc., have caused the rising of the problem on the issuances of the document of title to the people
previously taking the possessions for utilizations of the lands prior to the promulgation of the land code.

This research placed the emphasis on the study of the problem on the issuances of reserved areas under
ministerial regulation No. 43, (B.E. 2537) due to the reason that such ministerial regulation, in accordance with
clause 14, stipulates the absolute conditions that no issuance of the land title deed shall be made on the land in
which the people have commonly utilized, the hilly area, the mountainous area, the areas in which the minister has
announced as the restricted areas under Section 9 (2) of the land code, the island area and reserved areas under
section 10 of the act promulgating the land code, B.E. 2497 (the land reserved in the interest of the act on the
reservation of desolated land which is the public domain, B.E. 2478 or the other law prior to the date on which the
land code has been put into force), the reserved land under section 20 (3) of the land code (the land in which the
national land committee has reserved and developed for giving to the people), the reserved land under section 20
(4) of the land code (the government land over which nobody has the right of possession and which the national
land committee has reserved and developed for common utilizations by the people) and reserved land under the
other law, the land reserved by the council of ministers in order to conserve the natural resources or for other
public interests; such as mangrove forest, permanent forest, consequently resulting in the people taking
possessions of the land in such area prior to the notification on legal reservation and having the evidence on the
possession notification (Sor. Khor. 1) which can be used as an evidence in the issuance of the land title deed to
have faced with a lot of problems and difficulties derived from a delay in the steps and the process on the
issuances of the land title deeds in the reserved areas causing them to have no understanding on the performances
of the officials in the land office and consequently leading to the problems of the complaints and disputes with the

official organization. In addition, some areas which the state has already announced as a reserved area, but, the
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official entity has not made use of such area in accordance with the objective as announced resulting in the people
to move in and take possessions of the area for utilizations for so long finally resulting in such area to become a
community or a dwelling place and place for earning their livings. It is, therefore, expedient that there should be a
law stipulating the procedures on the revocation of the status of being the official reserved land which has not be
utilized in order to give a chance to the people taking the possessions of the lands to make use of such lands
legally which are deemed to be the fair distributions on the possessions of the lands and the security of the people
in furthering their earning their livings.

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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to 1) study the general nature of choices of utilizing swine wastes
from swine farms 2) factors affecting farmers, decision on choices of utilizing swine wastes. Studied samples
were 78 swine farmers resided in Sam Khwai Phueak Subdistrict, Mueang District, Nakhon Pathom Province.
Interview schedule was used to collect data. Descriptive statistics were percentage, mean, maximum and minimum
and standard deviation. Quantitative statistics were analysis of the relationship between the independent variables
with dependent variable using the multinomial logit model. The finding indicated that total major occupation was
swine farming. Average total income of swine farms was 2,001,632.60 baht per year per household. The average
swine farming area was 3.62 rai. Average swine farming experience was 22.5 years. Average labor used in swine
farming was 3 persons. In term of credit farmers obtained loans from the BAAC. Factors affecting farmers’
decision on water flea, waste reduction , number of contracts with the buyer, knowledge on waste utilization , size
of waste utilization area and cost of waste utilization. For the factors affecting farmers’ decision on fresh waste,
waste reduction , number of contracts with the buyer, environmental awareness, knowledge on waste utilization,
size of waste utilization area and cost of waste utilization. To encourage farmers to widely use of waste from
swine farms, the concerned agencies need to consider 1) Explain clearly the benefits obtained from reducing
waste from swine farms to the farmers. 2) Provide technical on cost reduction technology for waste utilization.
3) Support the trade between the swine wastes using or trader and swine farm to add extra income to the farmers.

ABSTRACT

Social learning theory and social structure and social learning model were applied to explain police
bribing in a sample of 288 entrepreneurs found in Bangkok via multi-stage sampling. The majority of the sample
was married middle class males with children in their middle-age with bachelor’s degree. This research found out
that social learning variables of neutralizing definitions, work related associates’ bribing, and particularized trust
significantly influence police bribing. Structural variable of prejudice toward police perceived from work vicinity
significantly influence police bribing. However, when all variables applicable for mediation testing were entered
simultaneously, social learning variables jointly mediate the influence of structural variable over police bribing.

Presently there is no law to be enacted on the remedy for harms persons from political demonstration
and how the damages compensation should be paid to the group of persons living nearby or those who suffered
from the demonstration, including the issue that no organizations or agencies to be responsible for such damage
remedy. Each time the demonstration was held and ended, either by way of voluntary dissolution or being
dissolved by Government’s forces, there was no law to provide the rules on that matter at all. According to the
foregoing problem the researcher recommended that the Act of Harms Persons Remedy from the Political
Demonstration should be enacted and clearly and concretely determined that on what case and type the damage
should be remedied, including the proof of right of those who were entitled for the remedy. The agency to be
responsible for the remedy of damage should also be determined and the principle of emedy according to the Act
relating to the liability of damage occurred as the result of the unsafe goods issued in 2008; the liability of
infringement or the Government’s responsibility without any fault should be adopted according to France’s
principle of law for the remedy of damage occurred as the result of the officer’s wrongful acts.

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ABSTRACT

This research is aimed at exploring the procedure of the constitutional court under the Constitution of the
Kingdom of Thailand, B.E. 2550 (2007) and the in stipulation of the constitutional court on procedure of the
constitutional court. The study is concentrated upon certain problem steming from the provisions of the
Constitution of the Kingdom of Thailand which provides that the procedure of the constitutional court shall be
prescribed by the constitutional court, which must be done by a unanimous resolution of its judges.

The study reveals that although the constitutional court is an organ which has emerged out of the new
notion of political reform, the constitutional court of Thailand is still at its infancy in terms of its development
when compared with organs having competence to determine constitutionality in foreign countries. This infancy
results in the procedure of the constitutional court failing to contain certain significant substance and principles.
Moreover, the provision, in the constitution itself, that the procedure of the constitutional court shall be as
prescribed by a unanimous resolution of judges of the constitutional court rather than by the legislature has
generated problems such as the problem as to the status of the stipulation on procedure of the constitutional court
(in this regard, it remains uncertain as to what status is enjoyed by such stipulations and it is controversial as to
which organ is competent to amend the said stipulations), the problem in connection with the referral by
ombudsmen of matters to the constitutional court in accordance with of the Constitution of the Kingdom of
Thailand, B.E. 2550 (2007), the problem with regard to provisional relief measures, the problem surrounding
injured person and person entitled to file a motion, the problem concerning the referral of matters not falling
within the jurisdiction of the constitutional court to other competent organ for making the determination thereon,
the problem regarding casting votes in the course of trial and the problem in relation to the challenge of judges.

In view of these prevailing problems, it is suggested by this thesis that the law on procedure of the
constitutional court be amended so that the procedure should be considered and approved by the legislature and
that there be added some principles regarding the referral of matters to the constitutional court by ombudsmen of
the Constitution of the Kingdom of Thailand, B.E. 2550 (2007) principles accommodating provisional relief
measures, principles concerning the injured and persons eligible for filling a motion, principles in relation to the
referral of matters not falling within the jurisdiction of the constitutional court to other competent organ for
making the determination thereon, principles governing passing a resolution at trail and principles relating to the
challenge of judges, so as to achieve clarity and suitability to the trail and adjudication of cases, which will, in
turn, contribute to authoritativeness of decisions of the Constitutional Court and also to its efficiency.

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AN INVESTIGATION OF CRISIS MANAGEMENT INFLUENCES ON
THE TOURIST DECISION-MAKING PROCESS: A CASE STUDY
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ABSTRACT

Currently, tourism is one of the steadiest and fastest-growing industries in the world. It is a significant
business that provides the major source of foreign currency for countries all over the globe, including Thailand.
During April and May 2010, there was political instability within Thailand, which had massive effects on the
image of Thailand as ‘The Land of Smile’, and a place that is peaceful and safe for tourists. Therefore, it is
extremely important to understand tourist behaviour to travel, together with the principal characteristics of a
destination that attracts people to visit Thailand and the factors that make them feel confident about travelling,
especially to a destination so recently recovered from political unrest.

The aim of this research is to investigate how crisis management influences the tourist decision-making
process in cases of political unrest in Thailand. The objectives include examining the influence of travel safety on
tourists and discovering the characteristics of Thailand that attract those tourists to visit Thailand. A further
objective concerns the identification of the factors that make them feel protected if there is reoccurrence of the
political instability.

Both methodologies of data collection, primary and secondary research, were adopted to achieve the
objectives. Previous motivational researches were analysed and literature related to travel motivation, travel
behaviour, travel decision-making, tourist risk perception and crisis management were reviewed. Primary data
was collected from tourists using self-completion questionnaires before being analysed and interpreted using
statistical methods. The main findings disclosed that both Thai and foreign tourists visit or revisit Thailand
because they still have a positive view of Thailand‘s overall characteristics. The research also found that the
presence of police and soldiers is the most important security factor that tourists want when there is political

instability.
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What is more, it is interesting that safety and security did not concern international tourists when they
decided to travel to Thailand; on the other hand, it is the major concern for Thai tourists, in the event of political
instability. Lastly, international tourists are interested and are confident about the travel safety advice issued by
the Thai Government; however, most Thai tourists had the opposite view because they have high expectations in
the Government of Thailand and want them to address the problem as quickly as possible, which leads to biass.

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ABSTRACT

The Administrative Court is the court having authority to consider and judge the dispute cases between
government agency or government officers and private individuals, on one hand and the dispute among
government agencies or government officers, on the other. These disputes occur from government agencies’ or
government officers’ actions, or duty negligence or unreasonable delay of duty or in the case as resulted in the
violation or other liabilities of government agencies or government officers or may arise from the administrative
contracts that would have caused the trouble or damage against person or persons unavoidably, due to the action
or omission of action of administrative working units, or government officers. They also may arise from dispute
on administrative contract, or any other cases within the jurisdiction of the Administrative Court, under Section 9
of the Act on Establishment of the Administrative Court and Administrative Dispute Procedure of 1999. In solving
or mitigating the trouble or damage problem or ending of dispute, there should be a legal prescriptions as specified
in Section 72 of the Act on Establishment of the Administrative Court and Administrative Dispute Procedure of
1999. The prosecutor can prosecute at the Administrative Court, in case it is considered whether or not the
prosecutor is having the interest or involving in the interest and that the prosecutor is entitled to perform the
persecution at the Administrative Court. The reason for the prosecution and request for remedy for damage must
be considered. The request for remedy for damage shall be in the legal prescriptions in the authority of the
Administrative Court that can have the legal prescriptions. Therefore, the researcher considers that in verdict of
the Administrative Court, the Administrative Court has authority to determine the legal prescriptions under
Section 72 of the Act on Establishment of the Administrative Court and Administrative Dispute Procedure of
1999, when there is hearing of a case under the facts of the complaint to the Administrative Court in addition to
the request of the prosecutor but it has close relation with the request. This is because the prosecutor may not
know or may not understand that in solving the trouble or damage problem, how the prosecutor should request for
the court to issue a legal prescriptions. If the Administrative Court considers according to the prosecutor’s request
strictly, even though the fact is heard according to the complaint, the Administrative Court does not required the
legal prescriptions to be heard, it will cause unfairness to the prosecutor. Such trouble, damage or dispute still
exists. The Administrative Court should set up the principles further that in case the facts can be heard according
to the complaint, the Administrative Court shall have authority to set up the issue of the required legal
prescriptions that are within the authority of the Administrative Court in order to solve or mitigate the trouble or
damage or settle the dispute; or it should be in the discretion of the Administrative Court to determine how to
solve or mitigate the trouble or damage, or settle the dispute. There may be the application of the criteria as
determined in the Civil Procedural Code, Section 142 related to any verdict other than the request, to be the

criteria in solving the problem. If there is any verdict other than the request of the prosecutor, but it is closely
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related to the request, the legal prescriptions can be required. For example, in the case that the prosecutor does not
have the request about the interest under the Expropriation of Immovable Properties Act, 1987, the Administrative
Court can determine the legal prescriptions.

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ABSTRACT

The Rehabilitation Act of B.E. 2545 is the law promulgated with the purpose to compel drug takers or
drug addicts, or retailers of drug who are deemed as patients to be rehabilitated of addiction and rehabilitated in
enforcement of treatment. Drug addicts shall be rehabilitated physically and mentally until they quit from drug
absolutely, or they will not take drug again. The method is to cut the cycle of drug addicts from traders by
treatment. The law also determined the steps for participants of identification of addict to comply with the
conditions in identification of addict and granted power to the sub-committee for rehabilitation of addict for
permitting for drug taking or drug addicting identification participants to be released temporarily. Released
participants should report as the sub-committee for rehabilitation of addict determined. Therefore, as the law has
determined like that, such law caused legal gap, so released participants escaped without reporting at the sub-
committee for rehabilitation of addict. At the same time, officers under such law did not arrest such escaping
participants, but they informed investigators who had power to arrest such escaping participants according to the
criminal procedural code for filing lawsuits further. So investigators submitted a petition for the court of justice to
issue an arrest warrant. However, the court deemed that such case was in the process of rehabilitation of addicts,
officers had power to arrest escaping participants under the law. There was no need to issue an arrest warrant. The
court could not have an order to withdraw the order for delivering the escaping participants to identify drug taking
or drug addicting; as such order was issued by the court legally. Therefore, there was no cause for withdrawal of
such order. This problem caused investigators to be unable to arrest and investigate escaping participants
completely in order to deliver the file of cases to any public prosecutor. However, if there was law granting power
to administrative officers or police to have authority to arrest any escaping persons back to the rehabilitation
process. So the rehabilitation process would have effectiveness and alleged offenders can be arrested to be
prosecuted under the justice process.

Therefore, the researcher recommended that there should be adding power to administrative officers or
police to have authority to arrest any escaping persons without notifying from the sub-committee for rehabilitation
of addict and there was extension so that the court had power to order for delivering escaping participants to
investigators for filing lawsuits and the court should have power to issue an arrest warrant at the same time.

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ABSTRACT

This research focuses the study on legal problems and obstacles relating to the powers of local
competent officials in enforcing Public Health Act, B.E. 2535 (1992) in respect of the Environmental Public
Health. The study finds that even there has been a prescription for the Public Health Commission under the
Central Government Organization to have the power in controlling, watching over the working of Local
Government Organizations in accordance with the Principle of Decentralizations to the Local Government
Organizations, however, the understanding in the working system and the differences in the localities, the
incompatibility on public health management of each community have still been found despite the fact that power
have already been decentralized to the Local Government Organizations, but, the law cannot solve the occurring
problems because there still remains the steps which should be truly decentralized, but, there has been no
centralizations all along and that the obstacles on the law enforcements at the local level still exist consequently
resulting in Ministry of Public Health and Department of Health to have no power to directly exercise the law but
through the Local Government Organizations which are under the supervisions of Ministry of Interior, a different
Organizations. Public Health Act, B.E. 2535, therefore, cannot be advantageous or disadvantageous to the Local
Government Organizations, thus, causing a problem on the unclearness of the provisions of the law resulting in the
enforcement of Public Health Act, B.E. 2535 by the Local Government Organizations to be neglected without
rigid executions. In addition, obstacles connected with the working of local government officials under Section 44
and Sub-Section 2 have been found because of the reason that, at present, the Constitution of the Kingdom of
Thailand, B.E. 2550 (2007) provides that an entering into a homestead without a consent of the occupant or a
search of a homestead or a private place shall be prohibited unless otherwise a Court Order or Warrant of Search is
obtained or there is a provision of the law expressly giving the power in so doing. Contrarily, Section 44 and Sub-
Section 2 of Public Health Act, B.E. 2535, has not stipulated any provisions in compatibility with the Constitution,
therefore, it may make the Act to be unenforceable and, moreover, a problem is found on the settlement which the
law provides the power in the settlements of the cases of all counts can be done consequently resulting in the
persons committing the offences and gaining the benefits from such acts not to be afraid of the law.

Therefore, in order to make the Law Relating to the Environmental Public Health to effectively be
enforceable, I (Researcher) am of the view that Public Health Act, B.E. 2535, should be amended by forming up
the Committee of local level in all Provinces which must come under any one and single Organization and that
Section 5 shall be amended, as well, by adding Natural Resources and Environment Minister and Interior Minister
as the Ministers having charges and controls over the executions in compliance with Public Health Act, B.E. 2535

as well as amending Section 44, Sub-Section 2 for clearness and compatibility with the Constitution of the
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Kingdom of Thailand, B.E. 2550, amending Section 85 not to be applied to the case of the infectious, toxic or
hazardous refuses from the community.

Reconsideration of the adjudication for dissolving a political party by the constitution court is absolute
and cannot be appealed to the appeals or supreme court or reconsidered or reviewed is a remedy of damage to the
injured or political party, when it appears that such a person is not treated fairly by the judicial process, which
comes under the jurisprudence. Or if after the political party or its executive or the injured party found the witness
that the court based as the basis of the adjudication or ruling is false or incorrect or is contrary to the facts. Or
other witness evidence being used as principle in the adjudication is shown to be falsified or counterfeited,

incorrect with the fact, or there is new evidence that is clear and important to the case if produced in the
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constitution court as final and absolute to show the political party or its executive does not commit the offence as
alleged will produce fairness to the petitioning political party in a way.

According to the study, the problem was that the political party was not given opportunity to submit the
new or other evidential documents as for sometimes the new evidence would have been found to converse the
constitution court’s decision. So it is deemed expedient for the appeal to be made at the appellate court or supreme
court or asking the constitution court for the retrial with the submission of new evidence to the justice or to the
meeting of the grand justice of the Constitution Court.

When the politician is involved in the country’s important missions, i.e., the exercise of the
administrative power or political power which has the direct effect against the economy and society as well as the
country’s and public’s interest, the decision to exercise such power of the political office holder should be made
manly for the interest of the public, not for the interest of himself and his colleagues which is considered as the
conflict interest between the personal interest and the public interest or known as the “conflict of interest”. As the
representative of the public and of the people who choose to elect him to be in the office, directly or indirectly, the
law used for monitoring the exercise of power of the political office holder should be clearly written and
connected systematically to allow the public to monitor the exercise of power of such political office holder.
However, it is not that so as the current issued statutory provision is not impose upon the act of conflict interest
between the personal interest and the public interest of the political office holder and the general public are unable
to monitor the exercise of power of that person. Instead, the Government exercises its power through the office of
the National Counter Corruption Commission (NCCC) as the tool for monitoring the exercise of power of the
political office holder to indirectly force him to act in good faith.

With such legal problem, the author clearly realizes that the enforcement of the statutory provision fails
to determine the clarity of the political office holder who is under the restriction of any action that lead to the
corruption to prevent the occurrence of the conflict interest between the personal interest and the public interest
and the unconformity of the statutory provision on the conflict interest as prescribed in the constitution of the
Kingdom of Thailand in 2007, Section 267 and the Act supplement to the constitution or organic law on the
National Counter Corruption issued in 1999, Section 100(4) and the scope of power for the criminal proceedings
against the political office holder by the Office of the National Counter Corruption Commission and the general
public, including the disclosure of assets of the political office holder to the public and the principal organization
who shall cause the enforcement to be made to meet the criteria relating to the prevention of the conflict between
the personal interest and the public interest resulted from the politician’s exercise of power during his office term
to be occurred since the National Counter Corruption Commission (NCCC) has been too much burdened with its
public assignments. The author deems expedient that the act on the offence relating to the conflict between the
personal interest and the public interest of the political office holders and the Government Officers should be
promulgated for the establishment of additional office or agency who can provide the consultation to the political

office holders and Government Officers on the matters relating to the act that would have caused the conflict
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between the personal conflict and the public conflict to be occurred and is able to use such decision as the
guidelines for carrying out against the offence without being responsible for the future liability.

The study of this research aims at the study of the collection of income tax from Thai nationality natural
persons who earned their income from abroad according to the income tax collection principle of Thailand where
such income is required to be collected according to the domiciles and sources of income as provided in section 41
of the Revenue Coed. However, such low is appeared to have the loophole in the interpretation, limitation on the
collection period, collection theory and principle. For this problem, if the collection is required by law to be made
according to the same nationality principle as required the U.S. law, the Government would not lose lots of its
income in this part. Such problem solution should therefore be improved on the provision of natural person
income tax collection and the provisions related to the collection of natural persons’ income tax as mentioned in
Section 41 of the Revenue Code that may have been revoked as such provision would effectively prevent Thailand
from receiving income from the tax collection of natural persons who earned income from abroad and then apply
the nationality principle for use in the tax collection.

This research studies the legal problems concerning the tax collection pursuant to the Revenue Code in
the business operations of gold trade. It has a problem on collecting the tax because gold is in diverse forms, e.g.
gold ornaments, jewelry, diamond or gem rings, amulet frames, pendants, earrings or gold bullion. Especially the
gold ornaments can be classified into several types depending on its purity. This matter has caused problems on
classification of each type of gold for collecting tax in which form. According to the ministerial notification on
exemption of the value-added tax on the gold ornaments, it has to pay tax at the rates as prescribed by the
government. Using of the gold prices as announced by the Gold Traders Association each day as the criteria in
reference to the gold prices overseas is tantamount to the gold ornament prices comply with the order of the
Association. So it makes the gold prices fluctuate each day, sometime they may fluctuate several times a day. This
has caused a problem on price uncertainty and on tax collection. Therefore, from that point of view has caused the
state to lose income from tax collection, as it cannot assess the sales cost for certainty. Also in the gold trade, due
to the gold per se can be reclassified or changed its form by remolding, regardless of it is old gold being molded
into gold bar or gold ornaments or products of other kinds of gold. In such case the researcher would like to
recommend the state should enact a law or issue a regulation to have tools used in inspection on the gold import
and export, including efficient production. For instance, providing a central committee with the power in
inspecting or providing modern tools and equipment to collect data and can keep up with the changes of the gold
price in each day. Moreover, in the gold trade business does not have income from selling gold ornaments or gold
bars solely. There are other incomes, e.g. pawning that complies with the Pawn Shop Act 1962 or the Civil and
Commercial Code on pawning or selling with the right of redemption, trade on used items in compliance with the
Used Items Trade Control Act 1931, etc. In such cases must have a law to control the collection of incomes arise
from other than the gold ornament trade. Therefore, it should have a central law and a central state agency in
inspecting and controlling the tax collection, so the tax collection of the government shall be effective and
optimized on the consumption in the society.

This research examines the news production process, the audience’s use and satisfaction of news on
Thailand web portals. It also examines the copyright concerns of both the web masters and the audience after the
establishment of the Society for Online News Providers. Research methods are in-depth interviews of webmasters

and survey of 400 internet users.
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Research has found that the setting up of the online news sections on the web portals is mainly for
business purposes. They use online news to sell advertisement space with violate the principle of fair use of
content from primary sources. Online news presented on the web portals is not different from those presented on
online news sites. After the establishment of the Society for Online News Providers, he process of making news
on web portals has changed to rewriting the news obtained from various sources. Such practice affects the news
quality and gives room for webmasters to put their opinion into the news reporting.

Most internet users do not use rely solely on Web portals as their news sources but they also expose to

online news from news websites as well. Poorer quality of the news on web portals is not a major concern among
users because they focus more on the speed of news delivery. They see that reproduction is not wrong because the
punishment of the law is different from the case of rude comments which is protected by legal sanctions.
The establishment of Society for Online News Providers shows that the news presentation of the web portals
affects the content owners so they have to collaborate in order to increase bargaining power with web portals and
to set guidelines regarding ethics of presenting online news. However, the Society for Online News Providers has
not brought about the changes in news production because online news is not protected under the Copyright law.

This research aims to study the problems of the title deeds issuance in which the occupation (Sor.Kor. 1
Form) is failed to be notified according to the National Land Allocation Committee Regulations issued in 1989 as
shown in clause 7 (3) which absolutely prohibit the title deeds for the land without evidences of occupation paper
(Sor.Kor.1 Form), pre-emption certificate, land certificate, land utilization certificate, pre-emption title deeds, pre-

emption certificate that is stamped “Has been utilized”, from being issued. This is to deprive the right of the land
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occupants who have been utilizing the land before the enforcement of the land code. However, in case of necessity
and the approval is required to be given by the governor the opportunity will be given to the land for the proof of
right to decide on whether or not the title deeds should be issued according to section 59 bis of the land code.
Issuing the National Land Allocation Committee Regulations in 1989 as the condition requirement is therefore the
deprivation of right of the people who occupy the land before the issuance of the land code, although before the
issuance of the National Land Allocation Committee Regulations in 1989 the title deeds was able to be issued, so
this is considered to be unfair to the public. In addition, the National Land Allocation Committee Regulations
issued in 1989 abrogates the section 89 bis to prevent it from tacitly enforcing against the land without evidence of
occupation paper (Sor.Kor.1). It is therefore expedient for this National Land Allocation Committed Regulations
1989, clause 7(3) to be revoked for fairness and to give the public the opportunity to proof their rights according to
section 59 bis of the land code the same way as given to the land occupants in general.

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ABSTRACT

The study of this research aims at studying the concept, theory and principle of law as well as the
environmental problem under the zoning law. According to such problem, the zoning law requires only one
meeting to be held for listening to the public opinion which was not conformed to the present circumstances and
the changed environment. The author, however, considered that one or more meetings was not the problem but
the significant problem was that the public should be allowed to participate in each meeting. Furthermore, the
zoning committee was not the one having the highest authority in the administration orders, resulted in the higher
administration’s interference and non-independence and neutrality. The remedy of the problem was not clearly
stated in the law, either on the Zoning Act itself or the Environmental Promotion and Maintenance Act of 1992

and the lack of distinctive provisions on the remedy and compensation paid to the interested persons involving in
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the zoning operation since the Thai law has never been enacted about the remedy of the interested persons in that
matter. The author considered that the Zoning Act should be revised by adding the remedy measures or any
provision talking about the remedy of the interested persons involving in the government zoning and those who
were affected by the expropriation that the standard criteria could be applied as required in the French law on the
public right to receive the remedy and compensation as the result of the damage occurred due to the legal
easement, all for the public interest.

modernity of multimedia technology (Y =4.03). The comparison of students’ opinion about stimulus for internet
using found that (1) Male and Female students had similar opinion. (2) Students in Computer-Business Major and
Multimedia Animation Major had similar opinion and (3) Students in different years of study had different opinion
with the statistical significance of .05 in the aspects of the availability of entertainment information.

Regarding the opinion about the forms of internet services utilization, most of the students chose to use

This research is focused on the study of the Law on the Artificial Gun Weapon Control which is
stipulated under Gun, Ammunition, Explosive Substance, Firework and Artificial Gun Weapon Act, B.E. 2490
(A.D. 1947), with respect to some problems on the artificial gun weapons, the meaning of the artificial gun
weapons, the possessions of the artificial gun weapons, the applications for Permits to possess, utilize, carry the
artificial gun weapons and the suitability on the Penalty Provision in order to conform with the present social

situation.
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Result of the study finds that the enforcement on Gun, Ammunition, Explosive Substance, Firework and
Artificial Gun Weapon Act, B.E. 2490 has not thoroughly covered the artificial gun weapons on the matters of the
possessions, the applications for Permits to possess, utilize, carry the artificial gun weapons, thus, making the
possessions of the artificial gun weapons or carrying the artificial gun weapons into the public places somewhat
easily without any difficulty. Some artificial gun weapons are dangerous and seriously harmful to the persons, it
is, therefore, expedient that statutory provisions should be clearly prescribed as a control measure as those of the
guns by stipulating the qualifications of persons to be entitled to possess the artificial gun weapons; giving the
definition of the word “Artificial Gun Weapon” which is dangerous and needed to be controlled by each category
including the stipulation on muzzle velocity in order that the Penalty Provision and the matters with respect to the
possessions, utilizations and carrying of the artificial gun weapons can be stipulated and that the permission
thereof be compellingly required as the same as those of the guns by adopting the steps on an application for a
permission to possess, utilize and carry a gun for the purpose of such application.

Based on the problems which have been arisen, I, as the Researcher, would like to recommend that the
Law on Gun, Ammunition, Explosive Substance, Firework and Artificial Gun Weapon Act, B.E. 2490, be
amended, by initiating actions through the Legislative Body in order that the Law can be scrutinized and
Ministerial Regulations additionally issued in stipulating details on the Artificial Gun Weapons. In order to back
up the artificial gun weapon development, the objectives on having in possession, utilizations, carrying of an
artificial gun weapon, of a person or an organization and heavier penalty by duration of the prison term to be
longer than that of the gun-related offence should be stipulated in order that the control over the artificial gun
weapons can be efficiently achieved.

proceedings of courts of law in legal proceedings, legal problems and regulation relating to administrative case
proceedings. There was no opening of any channel to shorten or extend the time period in legal proceedings. There
is a problem of bringing the time period that the person filing lawsuit knows or should know about the cause of
filing lawsuit to be the criteria in accepting the lawsuit in administrative contracts. There is a problem of
application to shorten or extend the time period for appeal under the Administration Court Establishing and
Administrative Case Procedure Act of 1999. There is a problem of bringing lower legal prestige to enforce, to be
equal to the law in the level of the Act that the researcher presented the issue for study in this research. Therefore,
in the legal proceedings of administrative court, there should be specific laws to be the guidelines for
administrative legal proceedings in the same way as civil procedural code, for legal proceeding of courts of
justice. As the Administration Court Establishing and Administrative Case Procedure Act of 1999 which was the
main law in hearing of administrative cases would not use the principles to reduce gap in the law mutatis
mutandis, by using the civil procedural code for enforcement, because it would be incorrect under the legal
principles and theories. As administration court used the system for considering in type of investigation. However,
the court system used allegation in hearing; and at the same time, in the pursuit of evidence or in the prosecution
process, there is difference, both in content and hearing process.

The Federal Republic of Germany’s rules and
patterns of demonstration should be applied as the model for the development of the Thai legislation to make it
clear on how the peaceful and weaponless demonstration should be carried out and put under control.

In
the long run, the real income elasticity of note and coins was more than 1. It explained that money flow (not
count the money flow from any bank) that separated from economic system was important to the people’s
transaction not intent on the gain from spending. The income elasticity of ml is more than 1 and significant to
explain that explain that money flow that separated from economic system was important to the people’s
transaction. Not only that it’s explain that the demand deposit from banking sector was necessary for the
speculative demand for money more than any country. For the supply of money m2, the income elasticity was
less than 1 in the long run. It explained that Thai people can’t find the importance from saving because the
supply of money m2 composed the many kind of saving money and equity. It explained that the interest elasticity
was really less and not significant. In the future the people of Thailand was not understand to make the wealth of
money.

The present study is a survey research aims 1) to study the demographic and what factors play roles in
decision-making of purchasing house brand products in the modern trade, as well as 2) to study an attitude and
consumer behavior and based on what criteria the decision was made to purchase house brand products in the

modern trade. The sample size was 400 samples with a set of questionnaires as a data collection method. Then
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finding percentage, mean, and comparing mean by using the #-test and one way ANOVA to analyze the deviation
of each pair. The Scheffe method was employed to analyze the differentiation of each pair and to defy the
relationship between attitude and consumer buying decision by coefficient correlation with the significant
statistical error at 0.5 accepted. The research result found that the most of consumers were female, age 20-30 year
old. Their jobs were the government officer/state enterprise officer, bachelor degree level, with the income range
from 5,000 — 10,000 THB/month. The most important criterion for decision making was price, and purchasing (the
products) for their own consuming. The frequency of purchase was less than 1 time/month for seasonal products.
There was a high intention to buy house brand products especially in the promotion periods such as; price
reduction, exchange coupon, buy-one get-one free, and free samples. However, they were least concerned with
packaging. Instead, the most determining factor that makes consumers to buy was pricing. Finally, the research
found consumer attitude toward house brand products was related to consumers’ motives in buying with statistics
correlation coefficient at 0.51. This means both variables were related in the same direction at the middle level.

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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to analyze creative strategies and presentation methods for marketing
events of marketing event organizers. The qualitative approach was applied using an in-depth interview with
eleven key informants, observation of the informants’ behaviors, environments, and related documents.

The findings show that the creative strategies for marketing events of these marketing event organizers

were based on the concepts for organizing marketing events by taking the following factors into account:
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1) the target audience, 2) basic qualities of particular products or goods, 3) clear and precise strategic and
communicative messages which is easy to remember, 4) objectives of the message, and 5) tones and styles
including the creation of the event ambiance, choices of colors and background music suitable for the context of a
particular event in order to create attractiveness and distinctive points with varied styles. Both the administrators
and the creative staff applied those principles for creative thinking to create marketing event strategies and applied
the following methods to present marketing events: 1) unusual, 2) novel, 3) grand, and 4) renowned. These
principles were significant elements in organizing a marketing event and would help create the essence of the
message which would be easy to remember. The participants of these events would receive shared experience
within a short period of time.
The essence of the message for each marketing event that has undergone the creative process is, therefore,

the strategy on which marketing event organizers should focus.

This research focuses the point of study on legal problems in respect of powers and duties of local
officers who are held to be the administrative officers under the public law. Such powers and duties include the
powers in issuing approval orders, granting permissions to carry out operations relating to the buildings as well as
the powers and duties in monitoring controls over, providing supervisions on and enforcing operations over
various buildings to meet the standards set forth under Building Control Act B.E. 2522, ministerial regulations,
local regulations as well as other related laws; for instance, the law on building controls which is the public law
decisively determined to maintain the benefits, peace and happiness and order of the people in the society by
placing the emphasis on building constructions, applications for permissions, building utilizations, officers,
powers and duties, orders, punishments, penalty provisions and other details. However, due to the present social
condition which has been attributively changed from the past, particularly, on the aspect of building constructions;
such as, the residences or business establishments where the constructions are complete in a rapid manner in order
to meet the people’s demands. Practically, when people’s demands are highly increasing, problems with the steps
of the actions have therefore arisen, particularly, on the aspects of the applications for the construction permissions
of the people with the local officers and the performances of such local officers who have still been facing with the
problems and obstructions on the exercises of their powers and duties given by law in enforcing the buildings
having been constructed in a manner likely to be in conformity with the objective and intentions of the law on
building control. Such occurring problems and obstructions are caused by the building control act which is not
facilitative on the making of the orders of the local officers because the provision of the act is not clear and,
moreover, cannot catch up with the social condition and technology adopted for use in the present building
constructions; the problems relating to the corruptive officers; the problems in relation to the people who own the
buildings and only think of their own benefits more than the public interests and, furthermore, such act is the law
legislating many secondary laws for enforcements and that the law enforcements in each locality are variedly
different. Even though, the main objectives which are the protections of the benefits and security of the people is
the key principle, however, it is somewhat difficult for the local officials to adopt them for practical
implementations with thorough understanding or even the people to be able grasp the understanding in this act.
The reasons cited above are, therefore, the roots originating the problems and obstructions that hinder duty
performances of the local officials on law enforcements in issuing orders on the executions in compliance with
Building Control Act B.E. 2522.

It is, therefore, extremely necessary to amend the provisions of Building Control Act B.E. 2522 to the
extent of being able to back up actions in solving variously occurring problems and to enable the local officers to
perform their duties effectively and in accordance with the intentions as prescribed by law.

This research tends to focally study legal problems and obstacles in relating to Personnel Administration
in Royal Thai Police Office with case study in respect of the appointments and transfers of police officials in
accordance with Royal Thai Police Act, B.E. 2547 as well as the rules on the appointments and transfers of police
officials, background, principle, concept in various issues and angles because of the reason that Royal Thai Police
Act, B.E. 2547 has come into force since 15 February B.E. 2547. This Law was enacted under the advice and
consent of the National Assembly. It is the police administrative work system reform to catch up with the present
situation in order that the police administrative work can be carry out in an efficient manner. The official police
administrative work system of Royal Thai Police, therefore, plays the important part in changing the Thai
bureaucrat system. In the past, the improvements and changes were focused on the organizational restructures as
the main purpose and that the change and consideration on Personnel Administration were obviously seldom,
particularly, on the matter of the appointments and transfers of police officials which is the key requisite on the
Personnel Administration. Royal Thai Police Office shall, therefore, be required to create good management and
administrative system. As the police administrative business is deemed to be the root of the administration of
justice, all police officials are, therefore, considered to be important personnel.

Police activities are public service activities on the aspect of maintaining social peace and order with the
enforcements in accordance with the law and also the primary organization vital in the administration of justice
under the Constitution of the Kingdom of Thailand. The structure and the power and duty of the Central
Organization on Personnel Administration is not proper and not in concordance with the condition of political
society in democratic ruling system because it does not give any opportunity to the people to truly take part in
stipulating policy, controlling and checking over the administration in the police business. Moreover, the Police
Official Commission Chairman is from political faction and that the proceeding on the consideration, the exercise
of power and discretion either on the regularly annual or out-of-season appointments and transfers every time is

yet criticized by mass medias for using political power for intervention into such appointments and transfers,
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causing continuingly adverse effects to the people on the matter of not receiving facilitations and quick services.
The powerful person has not exercised his power neutrally and there has been the use of the Patronage System
more than the Merit System which can be witnessed by the fact that the performances of police officials having
the relationships with the powerful politicians will usually be considered for appointments more than the police
officials in general.

Presently, Royal Thai Police Office is an official organization of Thai bureaucrat having the status of a
juristic person; however, the actions on the amendments of the police laws which have been continuously carried
on have not placed the emphasis on Personnel Administration, particularly, on the matter of the appointments and
transfers. Therefore, if a consideration should be made to improve work administrations of Royal Thai Police
Office to be in concordance with the abruptly economic, social and political situation change, the first priority
would be the matter of Personnel Administration of Royal Thai Police Office, particularly, on the matter of the
appointments and transfers of the police officials. If there still should be an illegal appointment and transfer which
is not in accordance with the rules on the appointment and transfer, the problem that would follow, will be the
increasingly more complaints to the extent of entering more actions in the Administrative Court. The question is
that who shall be the person taking the responsibility and liability in remedying the unfairly treated persons on the
aspect of damage resultant from the appointments and transfers.

However, following the research on the evolution, concept and principle of the law in accordance with
Royal Thai Police Act, B.E. 2547, as well as the rules on the appointments and transfers, it is found that there are
many problems and obstacles that make the enforcements of Royal Thai Police Act, B. E. 2547 not to be properly
in line with the intention of the law. The Researcher indeed wants Royal Thai Police Office to be recognized that
it has a good international standard on Personnel Administration, therefore, this study is conducted in order to find
the problems and, at the same time, propose the guidelines on the improvement of this law for perfection and
accuracy in accordance with the intention of the law in order that the enforcements of such law can be
continuously carried out with efficiency.

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ABSTRACT

This research has the objective of studying the right of the people in filing a criminal lawsuit against the
state agencies, which is in compliance with the power as prescribed in the constitution of the Kingdom of Thailand
2007, Section 28, paragraph 3, consisted of Section 67, paragraph 2. However, there is no secondary law to
support such people to exercise that right, regardless of being the National Promotion and Conservation of the
Environment Act 1992, that is considered to be a law specifically on the management of the environment does not

open a channel to do it. Even the Civil Code Procedure, Section 55, still restricts the right to the people whose
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right is disputed only. However, the damage from impact on the environment is subtle on the damage, so in the
study found the constitution law of the Kingdom of Thailand 2007 grants the individual’s right to file a lawsuit
against the state, but no law supports it. So granting the individual’s right to file a lawsuit against the state has no
legal procedure that is effective is equivalent to the constitution of Thailand has no legal effects whatsoever.

Therefore, the researcher would like to recommend enacting a secondary law to support the provision as
prescribes by the constitution of 2007, such as requiring the National Promotion and Conservation of the
Environment Act 1992 to add a provision on granting the individual’s right to file a lawsuit against the state for
not performing the Duties as prescribed by the law. Because an amendment of the Civil Code Procedure, Section
55, is difficult, as it is the law that links to several other provisions that may alter the legal system.

This study was to rank impact factors which affected Thai rural development. The latest basic village-
levelled information database (NRD-2C) of the Community Development Department (CDD), Ministry of
Interior, Thailand, was applied for an analysis with Artificial Neural Networks (ANNs). As results, in general, the
5 most impact factors were “Land Possession”, “Electricity”, “Communication”, “Educational Level”, and
“Household Industry” with 17.88, 15.35, 14.02, 12.06, and 10.57 score of impact respectively with 95.60 percent
of estimated accuracy.

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ABSTRACT

Problem on family violence is the problem on which all countries have given importance because of the
reason that the other problems have usually arisen with the family problem as the origin. The family problem was
originally solved by using the criminal measure as the principle, however, such problem could not be resolved
because of the reason that the family has special characteristic differing from the problem of the general violence.
For this reason, the State has legislated the law specifically for use against violence case in the family named act
on The Domestic Violence Victim Protection Acts, B. E. 2550 (2007).

After the act on the protection of a The Domestic Violence Victim Protection Acts, B. E. 2550 (2007),
has taken effect, it is obvious that there has been almost no use of this law against violence case in the family.
Result of the study finds that this law contains several provisions with problem on the enforcement: that is to say;
the problem in respect of the stipulation on the requirement that a competent official or court shall be able to issue
an order to prescribe a temporary measure or mitigation procedure during the course of inquiry/investigation only
when there has been a complaint first despite in reality that almost any of the injured party would wish to lodge a
compliant because of the reason that the person committing the violence are mostly the heads of the families. For
this reason, the law should be amended to give power to the competent officials or court to be able to issue the
order without any requirement to have a complaint lodged first. Only the problem which provides specifically on
the offence of a bodily harm under section 295 of criminal law is the compoundable offence which is
contradictory to the condition of reality on the point that the commission of a violence in the family is not just
only a bodily harm, but, there are other forms of the commissions which can be considered the commissions of the
violence, as well, such as, confinement, threatening, etc. For this reason, if an offence under the other count not
being a serious offence should be let go as a compoundable offence, as well, it will definitely result in a good
outcome in maintaining the family status which is the main objective in legislating this law. The problem on the
duration of the inquiries/investigations on violence case in the family set out for 48 hours, if not adequate, could
be extended for 6 days at a time with the total requests not exceeding 3 times is the duration somewhat rather short
which, practically, is inadequate to complete the inquiries/investigations due to the reason that the
inquires/investigations on the violence case in the family which not only the gatherings of the facts relating to the
commission of the offence of the alleged offender are required, but also, the gatherings of the facts relating to the
personal background, condition, family status of the alleged offender and the cause for committing the violence of

the alleged offender are required, as well. Practically, in order to enable the Police Investigator to carry out the
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investigations on violence case in the family, it is expedient that amendments be made on the law by extending the
duration of the investigation to be longer than the existing duration or amendments on the problem on the
reconciliation of the violence case in the family because this law has the intention in maintaining the family status.
It is, therefore, reasonably recommended that the consensual administration of justice be applied for use, as well.
If a handbook on the application of the consensual administration of justice should have been adopted for use, it
will help reduce problem of the family violence better as well as the problem on the court jurisdiction in issuing an
order prescribing measures on remedying, rehabilitating the behaviors of the offenders instead of inflicting the
punishment. In reality, the original cause of the family violence lies partly on the mistakes of the most of the
injured parties. Therefore, if the court’s order should have been issued solely to remedy the behaviors of the
offenders, it would not solve the problem. It is expedient that the Court should issue an order to remedy the
behaviors of the injured party, as well, in the case the injured party is partly guilty.

Based on the above described problems, it is expedient to amend some sections of the act on the
protection of The Domestic Violence Victim Protection Acts, B. E. 2550 (2007) in order to conform with the
presently arising problems in order that this law can be adopted for use more concretely and efficiently.

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ABSTRACT

This research aims at studying the legal measures on damage remedy due to the land use restriction
under the Zoning Act B.E. 2518 as the guidelines in improving and amending the zoning law for the public justice.
According to such problem condition, the ministerial regulations has been proclaimed requiring that in any areas
where the overall zoning, issued in accordance with the statements in Zoning Act B.E. 2518, is promulgated for
the enforcement, the public is barred from using the land differently from as required in the overall zoning or
acting anything else against the requirement of that zoning. According to the provision in section 27, paragraph
one of the Zoning Act B.E. 2518, in which the ministerial regulations, issued in accordance with the statements in
that law requiring such overall zoning to be enforced consisting of requirements with lots of details, including the
permitted and non-permitted activities for the use of land in those areas. As the result, the land owners or tenants
are no longer utilize such lands as they wish to do and they may have to lose some rights in their land or must
comply to the requirement relating to such lands which would be the restriction of land use as the owners or
tenants are not paid for the compensation which is the basic right according to the constitution provided by the
government for the public right recognition and protection. In addition, when the mission is organized by the
government for the public benefit and the government’s exercise of power for such mission shall have the effects
against the public’s right and freedom interference and to protect such right and freedom from being influenced by
the government’s exercise of power, the government must provide the public the right and freedom protection
simultaneously with the government’s mission operation for the integration of public benefit and the private
benefit to produce the balance of interest for both sectors.

It is deemed expedient for these problems to be solved and remedied to be fair to the public and for the
government’s interest in achieving such zoning acting according to the objectives and spirit of the Zoning Act
B.E. 2518.

This thesis study aims at studying the problem of the establishment of environmental independent
organization according to the constitution of the Kingdom of Thailand promulgated in 2007, section 67, paragraph
two, requiring the environmental independent organization to be established under the independent organization
committee whose representatives are serving to provide their opinions before the environmental projects or

activities would be carried out, either on the Environmental Impact Assess (EIA) or Health Impact Assess (HIA).

According to such statutory provision, the environmental independent organization is required to be established,
however, it was appeared that such requirement has not been carried out by the Government sector in conformance
with the said law. The author considered that the environmental independent organization establishment still has
the problems and obstacles, either on the committee’s authority, budget, particularly on the matter of law that
there is no any law having been enacted in support of the committee’s authority, although the constitution of the
Kingdom of Thailand issued in 2007, Section 67, paragraph two, requires that the environmental independent
organization be established. The author would like to recommend that if the Government truly realizes of the
public’s requirement and living existence, what would be urgently improved by the Government is the
consideration of the public bill for the establishment of the environmental independent organization, the budget
necessary for use in that matter, providing knowledge to the public who came up against the said problem and to
let the general public to know and realize of the impact that might have been occurred to them.

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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this thesis is to study about the legal measures on peaceful death through the medical
treatment refused by the patient. The study was made starting from concept, theory, history, background and the
importance of peaceful death through the treatment refusal. The study was also made about international laws
relating to peaceful death through the treatment refusal; as in 2007, the Thai law relating to peaceful death through
the treatment refusal was promulgated as provided in Section 12 of the National Health Act of 2007.

From the study, it was found that the intent of Section 12 of the National Health Act of 2007 is to protect
individuals’ rights and to maintain the human value and dignity. Refusal of treatment by having a letter made to
express his/her intention in advance is only to show the ownership right of his/her life, in order to notify relatives
during the final stage of his/her unconscious life that he/she has no desire to receive the medical treatment which
is not the case of permitting other people to destroy his/her life. The law provides the public the two articles of
right, namely, the right to express his/her intention on how the treatment would be performed and the right in
refusing to receive the treatment with the intent to protect individuals’ rights and to protect human value and
dignity, providing everyone the opportunity to leave this world peacefully by way of nature, not to be interfered
beyond the necessity which shall lead to the unnecessary suffering, requiring the patient to express his/her intent in
advance that he/she does not wish to receive the public health service only to extend his/her life, or just to end the
suffering of his/her illness. One problem causing the law relating to peaceful death to be ineffective is that, if an
unconscious patient fails to express his/her intent in advance that he/she does not wish to receive the public health
service only to extend his/her life at the final state, or just to end the suffering of illness (with treatment refusal),
so the law relating to peaceful death shall not be enforced. Physician, who provided medical treatment must use
tools to extend life further, even though the patient could not be cured for the full recovery, only to wait for his/her
death to come. This thesis mentioned only about the case that a patient was unconscious due to accident. Accident,
in this particular case, means the unforeseen event and lots of patients are unconscious due to accident.

With the reasons as mentioned above, the author recommended that Section 12 of the National Health
Act of 2007 and the ministerial regulations determining the criteria and method of operation under the letter of
intent refusing to receive the public health service giving only to extend his/her life at the final state of death, or to
end the suffering of illness issued in 2010, in part of defective, be amended to enable such law to be enforced in
case of unconscious patient due to the accident by adding the paragraph in Section 12 to enable husband, wife or
relatives of the patient or any other persons to submit the motion to the courts of justice to appoint such person to
be the patient’s representative in expressing his/her intent for the treatment refusal on behalf of the patient who is
unconscious due to accident, for the benefit of the patient.

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ABSTRACT

Corruption in Thai society has been a long time problem. There are corruptions in the public sector and
private sector, all of which cause damage to the economy, politics, society and culture seriously; especially
corruption in public sector causes damage to the country a lot. Monitoring of power exercising is made only by
government agency that is established to monitor the use of power only; but the people themselves do not have
power to monitor the actions of the public sector in any way even though people are taxpayers to the country for
bringing the budget to manage public administration and public services; the only way that the government opens
is to have public complaints. The government does not allow joint investigations or prosecutions and participation
in filing lawsuits against government officers who commit fraud. Therefore, when the people consider that they
are victims in offence regarding corruption in government duty, there should be opportunity for people to
participate in inspection and prosecution against officers of government agencies who commit corruption, so how
much people in the malpractice cases, people who have been affected by corruption in government duty can file
lawsuit against government officers who commit fraud, is a problem in legal system; as presently, in the country,
there are only government agencies that audit and suppress corruption in government agencies. It could be said
that the audit is made between government agency and government agency only. Private agency or general people
cannot file lawsuits in the status of real victims. People can only complain for government agency who does the
duty of audit to audit. Suppression and filing lawsuits against government officers are not effective as much as it
should be. Problems of suppression and prosecution against government officers should be solved quickly.
Recommendations about the fact that people who are victims in corruption cases, can complain and file lawsuits
against government officers who commit corruption. This can be compared with filing criminal cases; people who
are victims in corruption cases caused by government officers, can have same status as victims in the criminal
procedural code, to create right in criminal prosecution. If people complain to investigators to file lawsuits against
government officers who commit corruption, government officers may fear and suspend doing fraud, so problems
of corruption in the country will reduce. Cases regarding corruption are special cases and there may be a lot of
cases. The researcher considered that if there would be filing of lawsuits , filing should be divided into filing of
lawsuits against permanent government officers and political government officers, as it has difference, namely,
politicians coming from election of people; so people should provide reliability to select politicians to manage the
country; if politicians commit corruption, they should be in trial quickly and the case should be brought to the
court hearing, as courts of justice have a lot of cases for hearing. There should be development and establishment
of courts for hearing of corruption specially to have trial on corruption in the status of special expertise courts and

there should be promulgation of procedural law on corruption cases; therefore, the researcher considered that if
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there is any modification so that people who are victims can file lawsuit against corruption with government
officers, problems on corruption may reduce a lot, or there may not be any occurred corruption.

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ABSTRACT

Problems of drug are the problems affecting safety of the society and security of the nation. Every
government emphasizes the importance and realizes the drug problems seriously and continuously. Therefore,
there were promulgations of the Drug Prevention and Suppression Act of 1976 which under the provisions of this
law, it was determined that Secretary General of Office of Narcotics Control Board would consider and appoint
drug prevention and suppression officers from government officers authorized to have task in suppression of drug
and the Act for Measures in Suppression of Offenders related with Drug Offenders of 1991 on seizure and
confiscation of properties of related people in drug cases. Drug prevention and suppression officers exercised
power under the provisions of the Drug Prevention and Suppression Act of 1976, Section 14 (1) and Section 15 in
suppressing and arresting of producers, traders and in destroying drug smuggling process network. Even if officers
could achieve the task well, exercising of power of drug prevention and suppression officers still had legal
problems and obstruction in performing duties related with problems of exercising power under the provisions of
the law to access and search residences or any places without any search warrant. There was no exception of the
law for drug prevention and suppression officers to search residences. Drug prevention and suppression officers
would present their drug prevention and suppression officer cards. So there was limitation in searching residences.
The law determined that there would be protection power for only persons who had drug prevention and
suppression officer cards. Officers who joined in searching in residences did not have such drug prevention and
suppression officer cards. The law did not grant power to them so there was no protection for such persons. There
was problem as there was no confidence in performing duties in searching residences. There was problem in the
law causing unsuccessful drug suppression, as power to control arrested people under Section 15, the law granted
power to investigate and expand the result for only three days. The number of days was not enough for expanding
the result because in expanding of the result to arrest, considerable time was needed for destroying all drug
network. In arresting drug smugglers, there would be seizure and confiscation of properties of related of people in

drug cases under the Act for Measures in Suppression of Offenders related with Drug Offenders of 1991 on
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seizure and confiscation of properties of related people in drug cases. However, the law could not be enforced in
all cases, as drug smugglers searched for ways to conceal properties earned from trafficking of drug. Seizure and
confiscation of properties of related people in drug cases had difficult and several steps. It could not catch up with
seizure and confiscation of properties in time. So enforcement of laws and measures had no sufficient efficiency.
From such problems, the researcher recommended that there should be guidelines for effective problem solving of
power exercising in officers’ suppression of offence on drug and such problem solving had relation with duty
performance. There should be amendment of the Drug Prevention and Suppression Act of 1976 relating with
power of drug prevention and suppression officers in searching residences or any places under Section 14 (1).
There should be granting of power to officers who are appointed by Secretary General of Office of Narcotics
Control Board to work according to this Act. Officers who join in searching in residences should have power to
enter into and search residence or any places without such search warrant issued by court of justice under Section
15 granting power to officers to arrest and expand the result for arresting for three days, under the Act, in the same
way as power for searching, arresting and expanding of result to arrest of officers of Singaporean Central
Narcotics Bureau-CNB giving power to CNB officers who search in residences to have power to enter into and
search residence or any places without search warrant. CNB has measures for controlling principals without
hearing in court of justice. Minister of Interior with approval of public prosecutor, has power to order controlling
investors or principals of drug smuggling for not more than two years. The President has power to expand the
period of controlling investors or principals again for not more than one year per one time. There should be
amendment of the Act of Measures to suppress offenders related with drug offenders of 1991 on confiscation and
seizure of properties of related people in drug cases to cut the cycle in bringing capital to be the factor for trading
of drug in order to destroy drug network.

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ABSTRACT

This research has the purpose to study about Legal Problem on the Qualifications of Candidates to be
members of Local council or Local Administrators under the Erection of Local Council member or Local
Administrators Act of 2002, Section 44(3). The Act determined the qualification of candidates that they should
pay building and land tax to Local Administration Organization for consecutive three years, till the Erection year.
Then they would be entitled to be candidate. From such problem, it was found that persons who pay tax under
lease contract or hire-purchase contract; have already paid tax; but they might not have right to be candidates in
the erection, as the qualifications were not full according to the criteria specified in the Erection of Local Council
member or Local Administrator Act of 2002,section 44(3),for example, such persons paid tax not in full three

years, they would not be entitled under the law. Therefore determination of qualifications in such case was the
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proplem of restriction of political right and freedom of people a lot. As there should not be criteria of paying local
maintenance tax to be the criteria in determining the qualifications of candidates. There should be qualifications as
determined in the Constitution; for example, qualifications of members of House of Representatives should be
used as criteria as the qualifications of such persons were not different. In such case, the researcher recommended
that there should be modification and improvement of the Erection of Local Council Member or Local
Administrator Act of 2002 Section 44(3) or cancellation of this sub-section, so that such individuals were entitled
to be elected as Local Council Members or Local Administrators.

The national education act and the constitution of the compulsory education of nine
years. By children aged seven years until the age of sixteen years. Enrolled in basic education. And the
Compulsory Education Act states that parents send children aged seven years to sixteen years of age enrolled in
school. Parents who fail to comply shall be guilty. The foregoing shows that Thailand has forced all Thai children
aged seven years to sixteen years of age must attend school. The result of this legislation to allow children
between the ages of this can not be ordained as a novice. Because when ordained, can not attend school are
compulsory. Would result in no novice night buddhism between the ages of this. The tertiary education in the
constitution considered the freedom of the university act, Section 50 is not subject to any rights and freedom to
attend school for the monks and novices are specific. It depends on the discretion of the school that will give the
monks and novices into the study or not.

Law to the right and freedom to attend school for the monks and novices, especially with the law in such
Act No. 3 Mahamakutrajavidyalaya University Act, B.E. 2540, Mahachulalongkorn rajavidyalaya university Act,
B.E. 2540 and Regulation Office of National Buddhism With Scripture School Department of General Education
B.E. 2546 which require the students to layman can share class with the monks and novices. At the same time to
the order of Mahathera Association. Buddhist monks and novices do not learn in school or places. Women along
with men, which limit the rights and freedom to take the education of monks and novices. Currently, the school or
schools of both the public and private basic education around the country has no monks and novices to the study
of even a single image. Except in the higher education institutions such as universities, some of these open to the
royal works. Ramkhamhaeng university etc., so the monks and novices who were not knowledgeable enough to
develop their own potential and help society.

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ABSTRACT

This research is aimed to study the concept on legal measures and regulation on the power and duty of
the investigators by comparing with the Department of Special Investigation (DSI), the Royal Thai Police
Headquarters Act and the relevant laws on the performance of duty by the investigators on inequity in accordance
with the constitution. It found the compensation of the DSI investigators is different from the investigators of the
Royal Thai Police Headquarters (RTPH) very much, regardless of being the fringe benefits, e.g. compensation for
the title or allowance is more than the investigator s of the RTPH. In the problem of inequity on the advancement
of the investigators pursuant to section 44, second paragraph, of the National Royal Thai Police Act 2004, or the
inequity on the advancement of the investigators on compensation, found the investigators in an agency in the
judicial process, e.g. courts, prosecutors or even the DSI, the compensation was not fair. Therefore, it should set

the compensation budget with guidelines and increase special compensation to the investigators in accordance
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with sections 44 (6), (7), (8), (9), (10) and (11), pursuant to sections 46 and 47 of the National Position Act 2004,
based on the same criteria with the Department of Special Investigation, Prosecution or Court Act to boost the
morale and spirit on the operations for the society further.

The research on knowledge creation and distribution of academic library in Thailand has five purposes
folds. Firstly, it aims to study knowledge acquisition. Secondly, it aims to study knowledge sharing. Thirdly, it

aims to study knowledge utilization. Fourthly, it aims to study knowledge distribution and finally, it aims to
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compare the knowledge creation between knowledge sharing and knowledge distribution of Academic Library in
Thailand.

The sampling used were academic library staff in Thailand in totaling 327, data collection tools
consisted of 327 questionnaires for directors, heads, librarians and others of 327 for 119 academic libraries in
Thailand. There were four groups of Public University, Private University, Rajabhat University and
Rajamangala Universty of Technology. The questionnaires of 284 (86.85%) were responded. The statistics
employed for data analysis were percentage, means, standard deviation, One —way analysis of variance, least
significant difference (LSD), multiple comparison and sheffe ’s test. Research results were as following :

The study found that all 284 of the sample were persons, have all most woman and have position as
librarian responsible for Services, have been working for 10 years in Private University library. Also found
that academic library in Thailand have organized KM for sharing to learn among each other, More than that ,
they have two communication channels distribute information resources of library.

Regarding the knowledge creation and distribution of academic library in Thailand , it is found that
they were in high level. When analyze in each aspect, found that they were in high level respectively: the
knowledge creation with knowledge utilization, knowledge distribution, knowledge sharing, knowledge
acquisition. For comparison of knowledge creation between knowledge sharing and knowledge distribution
,found that they were shared and distributed in middle level.

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ABSTRACT
The purpose of this research was to study employees’ perceptions and environmental factors affecting
their perceptions of safety management in the plastic manufacturing industry in Nakhon Ratchasima. The

sampling group included 58 management executives, 58 safety officers, and 400 employees. The statistical
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analysis was done by using percentages, mean, standard deviation, Pearson’s product moment correlation
coefficient, and Stepwise Multiple Regression Analysis.

The results were as follows: 1) Employees’ perceptions of safety management were at a high level. The
employees’ perceptions of safety prevention was the highest; 2) factors of safety management, safety survey, and
safety prevention were the factors that had a relationship with employees’ perceptions of safety management at
0.05 statistically significant level, 3) factors of safety management were sufficient to predict employees’
perceptions of safety management at 0.05 statistically significant level with cooperative prediction at 1.94 percent;
4) management executives’ attitudes were sufficient to predict safety management at 0.05 statistically significant
level with cooperative prediction at 36.90 percent.

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THE LEGAL MEASURES FOR CONTROLLING OF SEEKING FOR BENEFIT MADE
BY DISGUISED EMPLOYEES, ARTIFICIAL EMPLOYEES AND RELATED PERSONS

UNDER THE SOCIAL SECURITY ACT OF 1990
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ABSTRACT

The present economic condition and social situation change; there is searching of benefit in several
aspects even in public sector, there is seeking of benefit in social security fund that employees, employer and the
government jointly contribute to pay to the fund to be security creating security in living of employees and their
families but measures to enforce that the social security office uses are not sufficient, especially disguised
employees, artificial employees and related persons submit form for registering as self insured persons

contributing money into the social security fund which is false. In fact, it appears that there is no relationship of
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employer and employee; so this is seeking for benefit from the social security fund and it is unlawful and against
the benefit of employer, employees and the government a lot.

Therefore, in this problem, the researcher had the opinion that there should be amendment of the law to
punish such individuals heavily and the principle of absolute liability should be put for use; especially in the
Social Security Act of 1990, there were some flaws that need to resolve quickly in the issues in section 97 of the
Social Security Act of 1990, with no penalty provisions for disguised employees, artificial employees and related
persons; and there should be adding of punishment in case of fraud according to the penal code which is the
violation against the law on social security and there should be splitting off of a separate offense from the offense
according to the penal code and there should be adding of punishment in case there is offense because of violation,
under the principles of the civil and commercial code, offender should be responsible for compensating for
indemnity for any violation occurring from illegal action in the social security law in special cases in order to
punish such individuals.

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ABSTRACT
Personnel management in a local administrative organization is significant legal problem . It must be
specially focused on the management of governmental personnel in various work units in order to enable the

government to decentralize local administrative organization in accordance with the constitution of the Kingdom
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of Thailand, 1997. Therefore, the government, as the administrator of the country, has the authority for
administration only and does not have the authority to make commandments on such matters so that the
government has to lay down efficient and concise measures as far as possible. At the same time, the local
administrative organization will be strengthened in terms of managing its personnel. Well-organized measures will
make the local administrative organization able to carry on by itself without central budgets and personnel of the
governmental sector. Consequently, We believe that the efficient management in the local administrative
organization must have a single line of command. That’s to say when the line of command comes from the direct
election by the public, the local personnel must also be appointed or elected by the chairman of the local
administrative organization. This will make the operation become unified and can be directed as the central and
regional commanding system can. In addition, the management of personnel in the local administrative
organization must not have the commandment from central bureaucratic agency. It may have to cancel the
working system of the deputy of the local administrative organization (“Deputy of Tambon Administrative
Organization (TAO)”) wherein the commanding line is from the Ministry of the Interior which is a type of central
commandment. However, if the central bureaucratic unit needs to inspect the personnel employment within the
local administrative organization, the inspecting measures may be able to be made by allowing the local
administrative organization to report the result of operation yearly or to make such reports twice a year or by using
the quality assurance and evaluation system the management system that the Royal Thai Police has used.
Consequently, the personnel management in the local administrative organization has to be changed for the
foresaid matters and the problem of law structure, which was contradictory to the theory of decentralization in
accordance with the constitution of the Kingdom of Thailand, 1997, must also be resolved.

This research studied the administrative decentralization in terms of personnel employment within the
local administrative organization. We thought that the Thai people are of sufficient quality of the organization a
administration the organization in their owe local areas efficiently. When the central and regional government
agencies administered every single matter, the government sector allocated the budget for personnel as well,
which finally resulted in a burden on the government sector. This would be much more difficult for the local
administrative organization to manage the operation on its own and it might cause the indirect ruin of the
effectiveness of the internal administration organization, according to the spirit of the constitution of the Kingdom
of Thailand, 1997, especially, the personnel employment management within the local administrative organization
would also be weakened because it would still be under the administration by to central government agencies,
that’s to say there was inconsistent with the fairness of the administration. More importantly, the that was
collected from local area should contribute to the budget for that local area’s administration and would not have to
remit such budget to the central sector for reallocation back to that local area. Demonstrated that there was
imperfect allocation of the budget, Including the personnel employment within the local administrative
organization, such existing legal and managerial problems and all relevant rows must be retreated must be solved
and in order to allow the local administrative organization to manage its personnel without the central government
administration assistance. At present, the local administrative organization refills relies on the central government

administration. Such proposed reconstruction may be done by the central government sector because there is no
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legal restriction for such recon structuring the organization therefore, the central government agencies in charge
may use this opportunity to determine an organizational structure for the local administrative organization in order
to let the local administrative organization be able to have the right methods for its management. Hence, we would
support each issue as follows; for the legal problems regarding the law structure, which was contradictory to the
theory of decentralization accordance with the constitution of the Kingdom of Thailand 1997, the local
administrative organization would independently manage the operation on its own. The central government sector
may create a clear structure enable the local administrative organization to self administration based on the
intention and purpose of the Constitution. More specifically the legal problem of the commanding authority of the
central government sector for the personnel employment within the local administrative organization, the central
government has intervened in local government operation, that causes damage to the local administrative
organization’s structure Thus, the trilateral organization structure should be used so as to urge the personnel from
the local administrative organization to participate more actively in local management. As for the problem
regarding The Local Personnel Administration Act, 1999, we observed such legislation is also contradictory to the
constitution of Kingdom of Thailand, 1997, particularly in terms of administrating and allotting the personnel to
perform their duty, Which is not consistent with the that constitutional conceptualization such obstacle should be
settled or removed the constitutional court in the future. Another important obstacle is the rights of community and
local administrative organizations to select the personnel in charge of administration in local areas. There was no
opportunity by law for this issue. This research suggested that the law should increase the proportion of employing
more local people to work in the local administrative organization which would be more beneficial for the local
community because they will have their own public service mind to develop their own homeland more than those
who come from the other areas or reigns.

Arts and 75.40% for Faculty of Information Technology. For the relationship of the variables selected as electives
with the Logistic Regression showed that the data information field of the first school term, the results of the first
year of study data, age and gender are variables that affect the selection of electives students significant at 0.05.
